This car\'s paint and chrome look to
be older, and are in good to very good condition, with a nice shine. With the exception of the
windshield, every piece of exterior glass in this car shows a correct date code.
Weatherstripping and taillights look to be newer and are in very good condition, and original
looking door handles are in good condition. Rally wheels and associated trim rings and center
caps are in very good condition, and Firestone Deluxe Champion redline bias-play tires show
plenty of tread remaining at an average of 9/32nds. The interior of this 1967 Corvette
